That's
why it was such a great day for both animals and people in
need of medical care when Michael Sailor, a professor at the
University of California at San Diego, announced the completion of the Smart Petri Dish.
The invention allows scientists to test the toxicity of new drugs without using animals and
with much more accuracy than outdated animal tests. Sangeeta Bhatia, a professor at MIT
who helped test the Smart Petri Dish, explains why animal testing is so unreliable and thus
dangerous to people: "This [Smart Petri Dish] is important because we know that the
enzymes that metabolize drugs—the P450 family—are very different in animal[s] and
humans. This is one of the reasons many drugs clear animal testing but end up toxic in
patients." Thanks to UCSD's ingenious invention, humans will receive safer, more effective
medical treatment and fewer animals will be tortured and killed in labs.

Now the schools'
fields are periodically sprayed with grape juice concentrate. This concentrate is a taste
deterrent to the birds, so they don't want to stick around, and it's safe for the kids. The
students at Horace Mann deserve an A+ for their clever and compassionate thinking!
